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‘ Miyoshi City is located in the northwestern part of the Nishi-Mikawa area, almost in the center of
Aichi Prefecture, and borders Toyota City, Nisshin City, Kariya City, and Togo Town, Aichi District.
Taking advantage of the favorable location conditions, housing development is progressing as a bed
town in Nagoya City and Toyota City, while the forest area in the northern part of the city and the
rural area and rich nature remain in the southern part, and the industry, nature, culture, etc. are in
harmony. It is a town blessed with a good living environment.
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Miyoshi Citizens Charter

We, the citizens of Miyoshi, declare this Charter out of
our common love for home town and its rich nature, and
commit through our own effort to build a more friendly
and rewarding community.

1.We will grow abundant greenery and flowers, clean
the rivers, and build a beautiful and peaceful
community

1.We will build happy homes, enjoy sports, and enable
youth to grow up in a wholesome manner

1.We will enrich our education, refine our intelligence,
and develop a proud city of culture

1.We will work with pride and creativity and develop
a harmonious and industrious city

1.We commit ourselves to honoring rules and
developing an open city of mutual trust

(This Charter was originally formulated in 1975 as the
Miyoshi Town Charter. In 2010 it was assumed by the
newly constituted Miyoshi City.)
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City emblem

Miyoshi's City Emblem supersedes the prior town emblem
instituted in February 1959. It expresses our citizens' desire
for eternal peace, and the design encircles Miyoshi's initial
mi. Respect for labor and industriousness is shown by a
spade and a sickle.
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City tree (Mikawakuromatsu)

In July 1973, the City asked its citizens what tree would be a
worthy symbol of Miyoshi. The result was the
Mikawa-kuro-matsu (Mikawa Black Pine), for its powerful
growth toward the sky. The Black Pine has ever since
exemplified thriving Miyoshi and enjoyed the citizens'
affection.
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City flower (Satsuki)

Every June Satsuki azaleas bloom and decorate Miyoshi's
landscape. The citizens have always loved this flower.
Satsuki was named the City Flower in July 1973 at the same
time Mikawa Black Pine became the City Tree.
